On arrival
to the ED, he has a fever of 103F and is
hypoxic with O2 sat 86%.

“Electrocardiography is generally not helpful in
the diagnosis of IE with the exception of |IE
with periannular extension, in which

prolongation of the PR interval or frank heart
block can occur.”

A minimum of 3 blood cultures should be
obtained.

TEE Is more sensitive than TTE but TTE may
be used Initially, except in obese children
where the yield is low.
